Residence is satisfied only by official enrollment in and completion of course work 

applied toward the degree requirements.

A minimum of 30 semester hours of work counted toward the degree must be 

completed with Tarleton. The work completed at Tarleton and counted toward the 

degree must include at least 24 advanced hours (3000 or 4000 level) and 12 of these 

advanced hours must be in the major subject.

 A student may take a course a second or subsequent time at the same 

institution. The highest grade will be included in the GPA calculation.

If you plan to take a course at another school and transfer it back to TSU, you 

need to meet with both an advisor and Transfer Services. An advisor can tell you 

the correct course number to take and assist with completion of a Concurrent 

Enrollment Form if needed.
