A minimum of 30 semester hours of work counted toward the degree must be completed with
Tarleton.

o How does duplicating a course impact my GPA?
A student may take a course a second or subsequent time at the same institution. The highest
grade will be included in the GPA calculation.
° Can I take a course at another school and transfer it back to TSU?
