Individual academic programs may require specific courses contained in parts of the University
Core Curriculum as prerequisites for certain major requirements. Students who wish to take
courses that will fulfill both core and major requirements simultaneously should check with academic
advisors for assistance in selecting core courses.

Students meet the Writing Proficiency Requirement by completing two upper-level Writing Intensive

A minimum of 30 semester hours of work counted toward the degree must be completed with
Tarleton.
