(] How does duplicating a course impact my GPA?
A student may take a course a second or subsequent time at the same institution. The
highest grade will be included in the GPA calculation.
® Can I take a course at another school and transfer it back to TSU?

If you plan to take a course at another school and transfer it back to TSU, you need to meet
with both an advisor and Transfer Services. An advisor can tell you the correct course number
to take and assist with completion of a Concurrent Enroliment Form if needed.
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
