Completion of at least 12 hours in Certification Area; 15 hours of Math or Science is 

required for admission to the Educator Preparation Program.

No grade lower than a "C" in Mathematics, Professional Education, Certification Area, 

Reading and the 9 hours of required English. A grade of "B" or better is required for

This 120 hour four-year degree plan provides a model for on-time completion of this TSU 

program using as many TCCNS courses as possible. The four-year plan also shows the first point 

when no TCCNS options are available for this program. See the current Undergraduate Catalog 

for course prerequisites. Course availability at TSU is subject to change, and the plan shown 

below may change based on updates to TSU’s course offerings.

Texas Common Course Numbering System (TCCNS) provides a shared, uniform set of course 

designations for students and their advisors to use in determining both course equivalency and 

degree applicability of transfer credit on a statewide basis.

A minimum of 30 semester hours of work counted toward the degree must be completed 

with Tarleton. The work completed at Tarleton and counted toward the degree must include 

at least 30 advanced hours (3000 or 4000 level) and 12 of these advanced hours must be in 

the major subject.
