Degree Information

This 120 hour four-year degree plan provides a model for on-time completion of this TSU
program using as many TCCNS courses as possible.

Individual academic programs may require specific courses contained in parts of the
University Core Curriculum as prerequisites for certain major requirements. Students
who wish to take courses that will fulfill both core and major requirements simultaneously
should check with academic advisors for assistance in selecting core courses.

Students meet the Writing Proficiency Requirement by completing two upper-level Writing

° How does duplicating a course impact my GPA?

A student may take a course a second or subsequent time at the same institution. The
highest grade will be included in the GPA calculation.
