- “Block” is the very last semester of your undergraduate career. You will need to make sure you are
registered for the correct sections of the following courses, and ONLY these courses, during your
‘Block” semester. All other coursework necessary for your major should be completed prior to
registering for your “Block” courses.

- If your goal is to be a public school teacher you will need to complete EDUC 3330 and work closely
work closely with your academic advisor and Education Preparation Services to prepare for your
clinical teaching experience.

- Begin making professional connections in the field in preparation for Block experiential learning.
- Complete Strengths Quest Assessment.

- Complete in an internship and/or clinical teaching with the direction of your faculty mentor or advisor.
Suggested resources for internships can be found in the Career Service's employment system or the
College Internship Program’s website.
