Classes considered to be "Block Courses" are required to be taken in the last semester. These 

classes are to be taken together and cannot be taken in combination with any other classes. 

A minimum of 30 semester hours of work counted toward the degree must be 

completed with Tarleton. The work completed at Tarleton and counted toward the 

degree must include at least 30 advanced hours (3000 or 4000 level) and 12 of 

these advanced hours must be in the major subject.

Students meet the Writing Proficiency Requirement by completing two upper-level 

Writing Intensive courses in their major or courses designed for their degree program.

Texas Common Course Numbering System (TCCNS) provides a shared, uniform set of 

course designations for students and their advisors to use in determining both course 

equivalency and degree applicability of transfer credit on a statewide basis.
